The two sophomores receiving the second and third highest number of
votes will be the alternates. The sophomore class will elect Mr. and Miss Sophomore. The
freshman class will elect Mr. and Miss Freshman.

a community service provider)
= Possess a pleasing personality
= Be of the female gender
