Course Description:

Appropriate methods and materials for young children in a learning environment. Lab activities with the children are implemented during Practicum I and II.  (3 sch: 3hr. lecture)

Student Learning Outcomes:

1.  Develop an organized schedule of activities in a group care setting.

2.  Design a physical environment for young children in a group setting.

3.  Identify the characteristics including the teacher’s role and child’s role in each daily time 

     block.

4.  Identify goals and behavioral objectives appropriate for young 

     children, identify the performance desired, the condition and criterion.

5.  Develop a daily and weekly lesson plan including activities for all areas of development and 

     each time block.

6.  Graph a classroom using five or more learning centers, listing equipment, materials, and other   

      resources.

7.  Graph the outdoor play area including five or more centers that are developmentally 

     appropriate, listing equipment, materials, and other resources.

8.  Examine various commercial curricula for young children.

9.  Assess appropriateness of curriculum approaches using a variety of curricula.
Attendance:

Regular and punctual class attendance is a required student obligation, and absence from class is not recognized as a student privilege.  Therefore, students are expected to be present and on time for all class meetings and will be held accountable for all material presented in class. 
Absence from Class for School Sanctioned Activities

Students who are absent from class due to participation in an officially sanctioned school activity must present notice of the event to the instructor (at least one week prior is desirable) and request advance assignments. If the student is passing the course, the request for make-up will be honored. If missing the class will endanger the student's academic success, the instructor will notify the activity sponsor; the sponsor and the instructor will determine a decision regarding the student’s participation in the activity. In general, the decision will reflect the philosophy that students attend college for educational purposes, and participation in activities outside the classroom is recognized as a lower priority.

Make-up Policy:

Each test missed with a legitimate excuse can be made up three days prior to the original exam.
Cheating Policy/Plagiarism:

Cheating and plagiarism are not to be tolerated.  If cheating or plagiarism is suspected, but not established beyond a reasonable doubt, the instructor may require the student to take another test or submit another paper.
Electronic Devices in Class:

The use of cellular phones, pagers, CD players, radios, and similar devices is prohibited in the classroom and laboratory facilities.
