This course concentrates on the principles and concepts of menu planning, menu formats, and layout with regard to a wide variety of eating habits and tast of the dinning public.  Emphasis will be on pricing, menu design, merchandising, tools, nutritional considerations, schedules and profitability.  Effective planning and layout of kitchen and equipment will also be emphasized.

1.   Explain and demonstrate the proper procedure for reading and following a recipe.

2.   Explain and demonstrate utensils and equipment used in commercial kitchens.

3.   Explain and demonstrate various cooking techniques and identify specialty ingredients.

Attendance:

Regular class attendance and punctuality are MANDATORY.  However in the event of an unforeseen absence, all arrangements for completing missed work are to be made with the instructor.  It is the student’s responsibility to initiate these arrangements.

Absence from Class for School Sanctioned Activities


Students who are absent from class due to participation in an officially sanctioned school activity must present notice of the event to the instructor (at least one week prior is desirable) and request advance assignments. If the student is passing the course, the request for make-up will be honored. If missing the class will endanger the student's academic success, the instructor will notify the activity sponsor; the sponsor and the instructor will determine a decision regarding the student’s participation in the activity. In  general, the decision will reflect the philosophy that students attend college for educational purposes, and participation in activities outside the classroom is recognized as a lower priority.

Make-up Policy:

Make-up tests will consist primarily of essay questions.  The test will be given at a time agreed 
upon by the student and instructor not to exceed one week (5 days) from the original test date.  Daily quizzes can not be made-up therefore making attendance and punctuality pivotal.  All assignments are due as scheduled unless otherwise altered by the instructor.  Late assignments will be penalized!
